Proposed Charter-What Does Everyone Think?

Trimarian Royal Archery and Artillery Guild

Purpose-To Promote the Martial Endeavour of Archery (to include target, combat, thrown weapons, and siege weapons) in the Kingdom.

Organization-The Guild will be led and managed by the Senior Provost and the Council of Provosts and administered by the Clerk of the Guild. The Senior Provost will be elected by a majority vote of the Council of Provosts, which itself will be made up of all active Provosts. The Clerk will be appointed by the Senior Provost.

Members-Membership is two types: Provosts and Free Scholars.
-Provosts are the leaders, teachers, and geographic representatives of the Guild. They have shown a record of significant service to the Kingdom, as well as service and skill in the field of Archery. New provosts are selected by a majority vote of the Council of Provosts from among the Free Scholars, although in special circumstances, new members with the qualifications necessary may be brought into the Guild at the rank of Provost.
-Free Scholars are the general membership of the Guild. All gentles who have an interest in the purposes of the Guild may join as Free Scholars. They may be invited into this status by a Provost and then reported to the Clerk, who shall put their name forward for 30 days on the Academy mailing list. If no excessively negative commentary occurs, they are welcomed in as members at the end of that 30 days and a special recognition is given to them at the yearly Guild Feast.

Regalia-The colors of the Guild are red and gold. The badge of the Guild is a gold pheon inverted on a red background. The motto is “Swift and Sure.” The symbols of membership are a red hood marked with a gold pheon with a slight gold band for Provosts and a gold hood for Free Scholars. Other marks to denote membership can be used, such as a red tunic with hem and sleeves marked with gold pheons , a surcoat with a single gold pheon on the chest, and a belt token of red with the gold pheon.
